Leading fairs from Hannover now in Mumbai 

Hannover Fairs India, the subsidiary of Deutsche Messe and Fiera Milano, two of the world’s leading  trade fair companies is going to organize the next edition of its four industrial trade fairs in Mumbai. These fairs were earlier held at Bangalore in 2007 and 2008. However, now the company has decided to move the fairs to Mumbai in December 2009. The venue for the fairs will be Bombay Exhibition Centre, Goregoan (East).

The fairs are: CeMAT INDIA – Fair for Materials Handling and Intralogistics; MDA INDIA –Fair for Motion, Drive & Automation; Industrial Automation INDIA - Fair for Process & Production Automation & Industrial Building Automation; Energy INDIA - Fair for Solutions for Energy Efficiency and Captive Power Plants.

Dr. Andreas Gruchow, member of the Board of Deutsche Messe AG, Hannover explains the logic behind the shift: ‘As a company that organizes trade fairs, our principal job is to offer our customers marketplaces that give them the best possible sales opportunities for the region. Since the concentration of industry around Mumbai makes it an important region for our exhibitors, the decision to stage trade fairs there was a logical step.’ 

Proximity to other manufacturing centers like Pune, Nasik, Aurangabad, Kolhapur, Ahmedabad, Baroda and Indore makes Mumbai a very attractive destination. The other advantages the city has are: international airport, sea port, train connectivity; availability of good fair ground and support infrastructure; concentration of decision -making and buying power and presence of large service sector.

The key visitor groups around Mumbai to be targeted for the fairs include auto & auto ancillaries, diverse manufacturing and process industries, textiles, IT, pharmaceuticals, chemicals & petrochemicals, retail, railways, ports, warehousing, logistics, construction and capital goods.

Hannover Fairs India Managing Director, Sudhir Patil delineates the significance of holding the fairs in December. ‘The timing of the show is very important. Economies around the globe are expected to come out of the slowdown by the end of 2009. New investment and economic activity will once again start gaining momentum. The expected uptrend in the economic scenario synchronizes perfectly well with the show dates in December.’

Indian economy is still maintaining a growth rate of 6 per cent plus. It is important for corporate India as well in the US, Europe and Japan to participate in trade fairs in India and to contact the user industries when they are making decisions on new investments in view of the uptrend in economy.  

‘This is the time companies must stay in touch with their user industries otherwise, they will miss the boat. If they are absent from important events like trade fairs, they are sending a wrong signal to the market and they may be leaving the field open for competition’ said Mr Patil.

CeMAT INDIA is highly significant for the logistic sector India. Logistics is fast emerging as a major industry sector in the country. With booming retail and wide spread supply chain networks logistic has tremendous potential for growth in India.  Suppliers of material handling equipment, logistic and warehousing services and the technology developers will find CeMAT INDIA an ideal platform for presenting their products and services.
